Run the WiFi Sensor Software and accept any
firewall or security warnings, this will load the
software wizard. Once open, select Set-Up Device
and then choose to set up either On The Cloud or
On This PC. Follow the on-screen instructions to
connect your data logger.

If you only need to access your data from one
central point and your data loggers and PC are
connected to the same network, setting up
your device to a local PC is an ideal option.

Once the data loggers have been set-up, they can
be reconfigured remotely without reconnecting
using the USB cable.
