Summary:
The solution is of low acute toxicity to users.  Once diluted, skin irritation is unlikely to cause a problem unless an individual is particularly sensitive to PeraSafe or any of its components.  With the eye, irritation is possible and this must be treated immediately.


No inhalation problems are expected under normal conditions. Preparation of the in-use solution at the correct temperature (30-400) allows minimal release of odour to the atmosphere.  Temperatures in excess of 40oC for preparation and storage of solution are not recommended, however.
